Notice of Race
Venue: Racing will take place in the Carrick Roads / Falmouth Harbour. Boats will be launched from Mylor Yacht Harbour (MYH). A boat parking area will be designated by the quay wall opposite “Castaways” restaurant. Trailer and car parking will be available by collection of relevant pass from MYH Office.
1. Organising Authority: The Organising Authority is the Royal Cornwall Yacht Club in conjunction with the British Finn Association (Classic wing).
2. Rules: The regatta will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing 2009-2012, the prescriptions of the RYA, the rules of the International and British Finn Associations, this N.O.R. and the supplementary Sailing Instructions.
3. Eligibility and Entry: To be eligible for the regatta, boats must comply with the Finn Class Association rules, have been built prior to 1985, and must be sailed with alloy or wooden spars, and dacron sail.  Competitors must be current members of the British Finn Association. Entry will be by completion of entry form and payment of entry fee. 
4.  Entry Fee: The entry fee will be £45.00, which shall include a club supper at the RCYC on the 11th June, and boat/car/trailer parking at MYH for the duration of the event. 
5. Registration: Will be at Mylor Yacht Harbour Office on Saturday 11th June between 1030 and 12.00hrs.
6. Briefing: Will take place at 1230hrs on Saturday 11th June at MYH, in the vicinity of the boat parking area.    
7. Schedule of Races:
Saturday 11th June: Time of first Warning Signal 1330hrs. Four races sailed back to back

Sunday 12th June: Time of first warning Signal 1030hrs. Four races sailed back to back.

8. Sailing Area and Course: The sailing area will be the Carrick Roads/Falmouth     Harbour. Courses shall be windward/leeward or triangle/sausage.

9. Sailing Instructions: These will be sent to competitors by Email or post on receipt of completed entry form and entry fee. 

10. Scoring: The series will be scored using the low points system. Three races are required to constitute a series. One discard will apply if more than three races are sailed.
11. Prizes: Prizes will be awarded for places one to four. Prize giving will take place at the RCYC as soon as possible after racing on Sunday. Transport for competitors will be arranged by boat to and from MYH to the club to attend the Prize Giving.

12. Safety and Disclaimer of Liability: A competitor is responsible for their own safety, whether ashore or afloat and nothing, whether in the Notice of Race or Sailing Instructions or anywhere else reduces this responsibility. It is for the competitor to decide whether they are fit to sail in the conditions. By going afloat the competitor confirms that they are fit and competent to sail and compete in those conditions.
